Easter Sunday commemorates Jesus’ resurrection from death.
Through his death, burial, and resurrection, Jesus paid the penalty for
our sins, thus purchasing for all who believe in him eternal life. Easter
Sunday comes at the end of 40 days of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving
to prepare ourselves to die spiritually with Jesus on His Crucifixion on
Good Friday so that we can rise again with Him in new life on Easter
Sunday.

Our Faith realized, the resurrection of Jesus is a magnificent event
that shows the realization of our Christian faith. In 1 Corinthians 15:17,
Saint Paul wrote that “unless Christ rose from the dead, our faith is
in vain.” By sacrificing himself, Jesus Christ saved humanity from the
shackles of sin. His eventual resurrection is a promise of a new life. It
shows us that our faith in him is alive and powerful.

The word “Easter” does not appear in the Bible and no early church
celebrations of Christ's resurrection are mentioned in Scripture. Easter,
like Christmas, is a tradition that developed later in church history.
Easter eggs and bunnies tradition has no connection with the
Resurrection of Jesus. The first Easter Bunny legend was documented
in the 1500s in pre-Christian Germany. By 1680, the first story about a
rabbit laying eggs and hiding them in a garden was published. These
legends were brought to the United States in the 1700s, when German
immigrants settled in Pennsylvania Dutch country. The tradition of mak-
ing nests for the rabbit to lay its eggs in soon followed. Eventually, nests
became decorated baskets and colorful eggs were swapped for candy,
treats and other small gifts.

St. Irene of Thessalonica

In 303, Emperor Diocletian outlawed the possession of sacred
Scripture. Three Christian sisters living in Thessalonica at the
time—Agape, Chionia, and Irene—concealed the several volumes
of Scripture that they owned.

Later, the three were arrested for refusing to eat food sacrificed to
Roman gods. When they were taken, their house was searched
and the Scriptures discovered. Agape and Chionia were martyred
first, and when Irene was commanded to deny her faith, she, too,
was condemned to die. She was exposed in a house of prostitu-
tion first, but when she remained untouched, she was killed. It is
1|r|10utghtt that she was killed with arrows, which she shows in this
illustration.

The relics of St. Irene rest in the reliquary chapel in the Basilica of
the Sacred Heart on Notre Dame’s campus.

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Feast Days And Important Dates -April 2023

Palm Sunday
April 2,2023

Palm Sunday is the final Sunday of Lent, the beginning of Holy
Week, and commemorates the triumphant arrival of Christ in
Jerusalem, days before he was crucified. Palm Sunday is known
as such because the faithful will often receive palm fronds which
they use to participate in the reenactment of Christ’s arrival in
Jerusalem.

In the Gospels, Jesus entered Jerusalem riding a young donkey,
and to the lavish praise of the townspeople who threw clothes, or
possibly palms or small branches, in front of him as a sign of hom-
age. This was a customary practice for people of great respect.

Palm branches are widely recognized symbol of peace and
victory, hence their preferred use on Palm Sunday. The use of
a donkey instead of a horse is highly symbolic, it represents the
humble arrival of someone in peace, as opposed to arriving on a
steed in war.

Saint Isidore, Bishop and Doctor of the Church

Saint Isidore of Seville’s Story

The 76 years of Isidore’s life were a time of conflict and growth for
the Church in Spain. The Visigoths had invaded the land a century
and a half earlier, and shortly before Isidore’s birth they set up their
own capital. They were Arians—Christians who said Christ was not
God. Thus, Spain was split in two: One people (Catholic Romans)
struggled with another (Arian Goths).

Isidore reunited Spain, making it a center of culture and learning.
The country served as a teacher and guide for other European
countries whose culture was also threatened by barbarian invaders.

Born in Cartagena of a family that included three other sibling
saints—Leander, Fulgentius and Florentina—he was educated by

his elder brother, whom he succeeded as bishop of Seville.

An amazinﬂly learned man, he was sometimes called “The School-
master of the Middle AEes” because the encyclopedia he wrote
was used as a textbook for nine centuries. He required seminaries
to be built in every diocese, wrote a Rule for religious orders, and
founded schools that taught every branch of learning. Isidore wrote
numerous books, including a dictionary, an encyclopedia, a history
of Goths, and a history of the world—beginning with creation! He
completed the Mozarabic IiturPy, which is still in use in Toledo,
Spain. For all these reasons, Isidore has been suggested as patron
of the Internet. Several others—including Anthony of Padua—also
have been suggested.

He continued his austerities even as he approached age 80.
During the last six months of his life, he increased his charities so
much that his house was crowded from morning till night with the

oor of the countryside. Shortly before his death, Isidore had two
riends clothe him in sackcloth and rub ashes on his head so that
he could come before God as a poor penitent. He died peacefully
at Seville in 636.

Mass of the Lord’s Supper (Holy Thursday)
April 6, 2023

Holy Thursday is the commemoration of the Last Supper of Jesus
Christ, when he established the sacrament of Holy Eucharist prior to
his arrest and crucifixion. It also commemorates His institution of the
priesthood. The holy day falls on the Thursday before Easter and is
part of Holy Week. Jesus celebrated the dinner as a Passover feast.
Christ would fulfill His role as the Christian victim of the Passover for
all to be saved by His final sacrifice.

The Last Supper was the final meal Jesus shared with his
Disciples in Jerusalem. During the meal, Jesus predicts his betrayal.
He also establishes the special priesthood for his disciples, which is
distinct from the “priesthood of all believers.” Christ washed the feet
of his Disciples, who would become the first priests.

In the context of the Passover meal, Jesus said a blessing as
he took the unleavened bread and the cup of wine. “Take this, Al
of you, And Eat of it, For this is my Body,Which will be given up for
you,” he said. “This chalice of my Blood, the Blood of the New and
Eternal Covenant, which will be poured out for You and For Many for
the Forgiveness of Sins.”, “Do this in remembrance of me.” Unlike
the Passover, however, in the Eucharist, the events of redemption
and salvation are made a present reality in our lives in a way that
enables us to participate and share in them in perpetuity.
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Feast Days-April 2023

Friday of the Passion of the Lord
April 7, 2023

‘It is accomplished; and bowing his head he gave up his spirit.”
We adore Thee, O Christ, and we praise Thee. Because by Thy
Holy Cross Thou hast redeemed the world.

Today the whole Church mourns the death of our Savior. This is
traditionally a day of sadness, spent in fasting and prayer. The title
for this day varies in different parts of the world: “Holy Friday” for
Latin nations, Slavs and Hungarians call it “Great Friday,” in Ger-
many, it is “Friday of Mourning,” and in Norway, it is “Long Friday.”
Some view the term “Good Friday” (used in English and Dutch) as a
corruption of the term “God’s Friday.”

Good Friday Liturgy:

According to the Church'’s ancient tradition, the sacraments are
not celebrated on Good Friday nor Holy Saturday. “Celebration of
the Lord’s Passion,” traditionally known as the “Mass of the
Presanctified,” (although it is not a mass) is usually celebrated
around three o’clock in the afternoon, or later, depending on the
needs of the parish.

The altar is completely bare, with no cloths, candles nor cross.
The service is divided into three parts: Liturgy of the Word, Venera-
tion of the Cross and Holy Communion. The priest and deacons
wear red or black vestments. The liturgy starts with the priests and
deacons going to the altar in silence and prostrating themselves
fora fg,w moments in silent prayer, then an introductory prayer is
prayed.

In part one, the Liturgy of the Word, we hear the Suffering
Servant passages from Isaiah (52:13-53:12), a pre-figurement of
Christ on Good Friday. Psalm 30 is the Responsorial Psalm “Father,
| put my life in your hands.” The Second Reading, or Epistle, is from
the letter to the Hebrews, 4:14-16; 5:7-9. The Gospel Reading is the
Passion of St. John.

Part two is the Veneration of the Cross. A cross, either veiled
or unveiled, is processed through the Church, and then venerated
by the congregation. We joyfully venerate and kiss the wooden
cross “on which hung the Savior of the world.” During this time the
“Reproaches” are usually sung or recited.

Part three, Holy Communion, concludes the Celebration of the
Lord’s Passion. The altar is covered with a cloth and the ciboriums
containing the Blessed Sacrament are brought to the altar from
the place of reposition. The Our Father and the Ecce Agnus Dei
(“This is the Lamb of God”) are recited. The congregation receives
Holy Communion, there is a “Prayer After Communion,” and then a
“Prayer Over the People,” and everyone departs in silence.

The Easter Vigil is the greatest liturgy of the entire year in the
Roman Rite of the Catholic Church. The Roman Missal guides
the celebration of this great night. The Easter Vigil is packed with
breathtaking symbolism and meaning. It is a joyous celebration of
everything that we hold dear as Catholics. Christ is seen
throughout the liturgy in amazing grandeur.  The Easter Vigil has 4
parts, it is hard to give the 3 hour Easter Vigil justice in a single page,
but I want to try so that you will want to participate in this beautiful
liturgy of the Easter Vigil on 4/8/2023 at 7:30 P.M..

The Easter Vigil begins with the Service of Light. A bonfire is
lighted outside. This holy fire is called the Lucernarium and the
liturgy begins with the celebrant blessing the Easter fire. This fire
is symbolic of Christ who is not dead, but very much alive, burning
brightly. From this fire, coals are taken out to light the incense and
the fire is also used to light the new Paschal candle. The RCIA elect,
the RCIA candidates, sponsors and assembly gather around the fire.
Father Angelos then Blesses the fire and incenses the fire. Father
prepares the Paschal candle and lights the Paschal Candle from the
new fire. Small candles are then lit from the Paschal Candle by Fr.
Angelos and Fr. Tuan. The Fathers take these small candles to light
individual small candles held by those gathered closest by the fire
and they in turn light the candles of the rest of the assembly. The
assembly then begins to process into the dark church in the follow-
ing order: incense, Paschal Candles, Fathers, Deacon, the elect and
candidates with their sponsors, and the rest of the assembly. Father
Angelos enters the front doors and says “Lumen Christi,” (the Light
of Christ) to which the people respond, “Deo Gratias” (Thanks be to
God). This is repeated for a total of three times as the priest nears
the sanctuary of the church. The light of Christ truly begins to spread
throughout the church which is now lit by candlelight. The church
lights are then turned on at this point.

The Paschal Candle and the Gospel are incensed. Deacon
John then proclaims/sings the Exsultet.

After the Exsultet, Part Il, the Liturgy of the Word begins:
Father asks the assembly to extinguish the small candles they are
carrying.

The Liturgy of the Word consists of 3-7 readings from the Old
Testament, the 3 that are usually read at St. Kilian are Genesis 1:1-
2:2; (Creation), Exodus 14:15-15:1; (Israelites crossing of the Red
Sea) and Ezekiel 36:16-28 (Valley of the dry bones) . After these
readings conclude, the altar candles are lit and the Gloria in Excelsis
Deo is sung for the first time since before Lent. The collect is sung or
recited. The Epistle is proclaimed: Romans 6:3-11, followed by the
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Feast Days-April 2023

chanting of Psalm 118. The Alleluia is sung for the first time since

before Lent and with special solemnity. The Gospel of the Resurrec-
tion (Mark 16:1-7 ) follows, with the homily.

Father Angelos delivers the Homily Litany of the Saints is sung by the choir

The third part, Blessing of Baptismal Water and Celebration of
the Sacraments of Initiation begins. Those that are to be Baptized
are called forth individually and they process around the church
while the Litany of Saints is sung. The Baptismal water is blessed,
those entering the Church make a profession of faith, renounce
sin, and are baptized by Father Angelos with the cantors and the
congregation joyfully singing three Alleluias after each Baptism.

The entire congregation is then invited to renew their own baptis-
mal promises and receive a blessing from the priest with the newly
blessed baptismal water. Fathers and the Deacons proceed into the
assembly sprinkling them with Holy Water.

Next, those who are not Catholic but who are previously baptized
make a profession of faith in the Catholic Church are received into
full communion with the Church. Then, the new Catholics, now all
baptized and officially members of the Catholic Church are invited to
the celebration of the Sacrament of Confirmed.

Father Angelos then addresses the newly Baptized and the newly
received and confirms them with the outpouring of the Holy Spirit,
the Spirit sent by the Lord upon his apostles at Pentecost and given
by them and their successors to the baptized and
anointing with them with Chrism oil.

The Liturgy of the Word concludes after the general intercessions
are read. The 4th part: the Liturgy of the Eucharist comes next.
The newly confirmed step forward to receive Holy Communion for
the first, time.

In a series of revelations to St. Maria Faustina Kowalska
in the 1930s, our Lord called for a special feast day to be
celebrated on the Sunday after Easter. Today, we know that
feast as Divine Mercy Sunday, named by Blessed John Paul
Il at the canonization of St. Faustina on April 30, 2000.

The Lord expressed His will with regard to this feast in
His very first revelation to St. Faustina. The most compre-
hensive revelation can be found in her Diary entry 699:

“My daughter, tell the whole world about My inconceivable
mercy. | desire that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge and a
shelter for all souls, and especially for poor sinners. On that
day the very depths of My tender mercy are open. | pour out
a whole ocean of graces upon those souls who approach
the fount of My mercy. The soul that will go to Contession
and receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete forgive-
ness of sins and punishment. On that day are opened all
the divine floodgates through which graces flow. Let no soul
fear to draw near to Me, even though its sins be as scarlet.
MY mercy is so great that no mind, be it of man or of angel,
will be able to fathom it throughout all eternity. Everything
that exists has come from the very depths of My most tender
mercy. Every soul in its relation to Me will contemmate My
love and mercy throughout eternity. The Feast of Merc
emerged from M verly depths of tenderness. It is My desire
that it be solemnly celebrated on the first Sunday after Eas-
ter. Mankind will not have peace until it turns to the Fount of
My mercy.”

Saint Anselm, Bishop and
Doctor of the Church
April 21, 2023

St. Anselm
April 21st

Saint Anselm’s Story: Indifferent toward religion as a young
man, Anselm became one of the Church’s greatest theologians
and leaders. He received the title “Father of Scholasticism” for his
attempt to analyze and illumine the truths of faith through the aid of
reason.

At 15, Anselm wanted to enter a monastery, but was refused
acceptance because of his father’s opposition. Twelve years later,
after careless disinterest in religion and years of worldly living, he
finally fulfilled his desire to be a monk. He entered the monastery of
Bec in Normandy, was elected prior three years later, and 15 years
ater, was unanimously chosen abbot.

Considered an original and independent thinker, Anselm was
admired for his patience, gentleness, and teaching skill. Under his
leadership, the Abbey of Bec became a monastic school, influential
in philosophical and theological studies. During these years, at
the community’s request, Anselm began publishing his theological
works, comparable to those of Saint Augustine. His best-known
work is the book Cur Deus Homo (“Why God Became Man”).

Saint Mark,
The Evangelist
April 25, 2023

Much of what we know about St. Mark, the author of the Second
Gospel, comes largely from the New Testament. Mark the Evan-
gelist is believed to be the ‘John Mark' referred to in the Acts of
the Apostles. He was the son of Mary of Jerusalem (Acts 12:12)
whose home became a meeting place for the apostles.

Mark joined St. Paul and St. Barnabas on their first mission-
ary journey to Antioch in 44 A.D. When the group reached Cy-
prus, Christian tradition holds that Mark left them and returned to
Jerusalem (Acts 13:13). This incident may have caused Paul to
question whether Mark could be a reliable missionary. This created
a disagreement between Paul and Barnabas and led Paul to refuse
Mark’s accompaniment on their second journey to the churches of
Cilicia and the rest of Asia Minor. However, it can be assumed the
troubles between Paul and Mark did not last long, because when
Paul was first imprisoned, Mark, who was at the time in Rome
with plans of visiting Asia Minor, visited him as one of his trusted
companions (Col 4:10).
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According to Christian tradition, Mark also held a close
relationship with St. Peter, who referred to Mark as ‘his son’ in his
letter addressed to a number of churches in Asia Minor (1 Peter
5:13). Clement of Alexandria, Irenaeus and Papias all indicate
that Mark was an interpreter for Peter. St. Mark lived for years in
Alexandria, where he died as a martyr while being dragged through
the streets. Mark's Gospel was probably written between 60 and
70 A.D., and was based upon the teachings of St. Peter.

Mark’s Gospel was a great contribution to the Church. It in-
cluded oral and written tradition concerning the words and deeds of
Jesus. Mark probably secured some of his material from St. Peter.
He shows Jesus as the suffering Son of God. Mark knew that to ac-
cept the Risen Jesus meant to come to terms with the cross. Jesus

was glorified because he willingly allowed himself to suffer death for

our salvation. Mark writes that anyone who wishes to follow Jesus
must accept the cross.

Mark wrote to proclaim the Good News to a community of both
Jewish and Gentile Christians. His Gospel is direct and simple to
read. He speaks to Christians about Jesus, who understands their
difficulties and sufferings and will one day bring them to share with
him eternal joy and glory.

Saint Catherine of Siena, Virgin
And Doctor of the Church
April 29, 2023

ST. CATHERINE
OF SIENA

April 29th

What St. Catherine makes central in her short life and which

sounds clearlé and consistently through her experience is complete

surrender to Christ. What is most impressive about her is that she
learns to view her surrender to her Lord as a goal to be reached
through time.

She was the 23rd child of Jacopo and Lapa Benincasa and grew

up as an intelligent, cheerful, and intensely religious person.
Catherine disappointed her mother by cutting off her hair as a
protest against being overly encouraged to improve her appear-
ance in order to attract a husband. Her father ordered her to be
Ieft(ijr)t pt_eace, and she was given a room of her own for prayer and
meditation.

She entered the Dominican Third Order at 18 and sFent the next

three years in seclusion, prayer, and austerity. Gradually, a group
of followers gathered around her—men and women, priests and

religious. An active public apostolate grew out of her contemplative

life. Her letters, mostly for spiritual instruction and encouraﬁement
of her followers, began to take more and more note of pub

committed to Christ. She was cleared of all charges at the
Dominican General Chapter of 1374.

Her Fublic influence reached great heights because of her evi-
dent holiness, her membership in the Dominican Third Order, and

ic affairs.
Opposition and slander resulted from her mixing fearlessly with the
world and speaking with the candor and authority of one completely

the deep impression she made on the fpope. She worked tirelessly
for the crusade against the Turks and for peace between Florence
and the pope.

In 1378, the Great Schism began, splitting the allegiance of
Christendom between two, then three, popes and putting even
saints on opposing sides. Catherine spent the last two years of
her life in Rome, in prayer and fpleading on behalf of the cause of
Pope Urban VI and the unity of the Church. She offered herself as
a victim for the Church in its agony. She died surrounded by her
‘children” and was canonized in 1461.

Catherine ranks high among the mystics and spiritual writers
of the Church. In 1939, she and Francis of Assisi were declared
co-patrons of Italy. Pope Paul VI named her and Teresa of Avila
doctors of the Church in 1970. Her spiritual testament is found in
The Dialogue.
